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Executive Summary

The Overall Economic Situation

Thai Economy in quarter 1/2021 contracted by 2.6% (YoY), improving from a 4.2%
contraction in the previous quarter. Seasonally adjusted, the Thai economy expanded 0.2% from
the previous quarter. On the expenditure side, the expansion of goods export and private
investment was the key supporting factor. Moreover, public spending and investment expanded
continuously while private consumption and export of services continued to decrease
substantially. On the production side, the manufacturing and construction sector returned to
expand while agriculture, information and communication, and financial and insurance activities
continued to expand. However, accommodation, food service activities, transportation and
storage, electricity and gas as well as wholesale and retail trade, repair of motor vehicles

motorcycles continued to shrink.

Labour Situation in quarter 1/2021

Employment and Unemployment

The Working-age Population: In quarter 1/2021, there were 57 million people, aged 15
years and over, 38.75 million were in the labour force (67.98%), and 18.25 million were not in the
labour force (32.02%). Out of the total labour force, there were 37.56 million employed (96.98%)
and 0.76 million unemployed (1.96%)

Labour Force Participation: Labour force participation rate (KILM 1) was 67.98%,
decreasing slightly from 68.64% in the previous quarter. Disaggregated by sex, the rate for men
was 75.4% while that for women was 59.59%.

Employment: the employment-to-population ratio (KILM 2) was 65.93%, decreasing from
67.24% last quarter. Disaggregated by sex, male workers accounted for 45.93% while female
workers accounted for 45.93. Moreover, there were 34.34% of employed persons with secondary
education and higher, followed by those with tertiary education and higher, and primary
education and higher.

Considering employment by status in employment (KILM 3), the proportion of employees
was 49.45%, increasing from 48.39% in the previous quarter but decreasing from 51.90% in the
first quarter of 2020. Whereas, self-employed persons accounted for 50.55%, decreasing from
51.61% in the previous quarter but increasing from 48.10% in the same period of 2020.

Disaggregated by sector (KILM4), the sector with the highest employed persons was the
service sector (47.13%), followed by the agricultural sector (29.47%) and the industrial sector
(23.40%). Among total employed persons, the occupation group with the highest employment

was skilled agricultural, forestry, and fishery workers (26.23% of total employment), followed by
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the occupation group in service sector; service and sales workers (20.92%), elementary occupation
(12.65%), and craft and related trade workers (11.75%).

Employment situation for Insured Persons: there were 11,090,989 persons under Section
33 of the Social Security Act which accounts for 19.46% of persons aged 15 years and over. This
implies that out of 100 workers, around 19-20 persons were employed and insured under Section
33. The number decreased from 19.73% in the previous quarter and from 20.67% in the first
quarter of 2020.

Unemployment: the unemployment rate (KILM9) was 1.96%, rising from 1.86% in the
previous quarter and from 1.03% in the same period of 2020. Disaggregated by educational level,
the proportion of the unemployed with tertiary education was the highest, followed by those
with secondary education, primary education, and others, respectively.

Labour Development: Part-time employment rate (KILM 6) was 25.59%, increasing from

15.50% in the previous quarter.

The index of labour productivity per hours worked in quarter 4/2020 was 125.67,
expanding by 6.19% from the previous quarter, but dropping by 4.80% from quarter 4/2019. The
sectors with the highest growth were 1) information and communication, 2) art, entertainment,
and recreation, and 3) wholesale and retail trade; repair of motor vehicles and motorcycles,
respectively. The sectors with the lowest growth were 1) mining and quarrying, 2) electricity, gas,
steam and air conditioning supply, and 3) professional, scientific and technical activities,
respectively.

Labour Skills: The number of persons who passed the skill standard test was 5,852,
decreasing from 21,162 in quarter 4/2020, but increasing from 4,353 in quarter 1/2021. The number
of those who passed the skill-upgrade training decreased from 76,922 in the previous quarter to
13,661 in this quarter, but it increased from 11,856 in the same period of 2020. Meanwhile, the
number of those who passed the pre-employment training was 647 in this quarter, dropping from
3,496 in the previous quarter and from 1,732 in the same period of 2020.

Employment Insurance: Effective 1 January 2020, the national minimum wage rate

ranging from 313 to 336 Baht per day was set up according to the National Wage Committee’s
notification. Moreover, the wage rate according to skill standards varied from 345 to 900 Baht in
83 occupations for those passing the national skill standard test.

The ratio of insured persons under the Social Security Fund to the total employed persons
was 42.62%, decreasing from 42.63% in the previous quarter. The ratio of those covered by the
Workmen’s Compensation Fund to the total employed persons was 29.60%, rising from 29.52%

in the previous quarter and from 31.40% in the same period of 2020.
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The number of beneficiaries accounted for 21.26% of the total insured persons, increasing
from 17.53% in the previous quarter and from 18.76% in the same period of 2019. The proportion
of informal labour under Section 39 and 40 of the Social Security Act to the total insured persons
was 13.99%, increasing from 13.77% in the previous quarter and from 13.11% in the same period
of 2019.

Fair Working Condition: There was 27.73% of employers who violated the Labour
Protection Act, which decreased from 36.11% in the previous quarter and from 34.74% in the
same quarter of 2020. Most of the unfair treatments to the workers included 5 issues, namely,
welfare, holidays, pay period tied with regulations, and registrations, respectively, and. The top-
five types of enterprises violating the Act were: enterprises with 10 — 19 workers, 20 - 49 workers,
50 - 99 workers, 100 - 299 workers, and more than 1,000 workers, respectively.

Safe Working Environment and Condition: There was 30.74% of employers who violated

the Occupational Health and Safety Act, increasing from 20.57% in the previous quarter but
decreasing from 35.69% in quarter 1/2020. The top-five types of enterprises violating the Act were:
enterprises with 20 - 49 workers, 100 - 299 workers, 10 - 19 workers, 50 - 99 workers, 5 — 9 workers,
respectively. The five industries with the most violation were 1) manufacturing, 2) wholesale and
retail trade; repair of motor vehicles and motorcycles, 3) construction, 4) transportation and
storage, and 5) real estate, renting and business activities, respectively.

Furthermore, there were 1.78 cases of occupational injuries and illness per 1,000 workers
covered by the Workmen’s Compensation Fund, decreasing from 1.96 cases in the previous
quarter and from 1.92 cases in the same period of 2020. There were 1.24 cases per 1,000 workers
of occupational injuries and illness resulting in temporary disability, not over 3 days, decreasing
from 1.37 cases in the previous quarter and from 1.36 cases in the same period of 2020.
Furthermore, there were 0.54 cases per 1,000 workers of occupational injuries and illness,
including temporary disability of more than 3 days, permanent partial disability, permanent total
disabilities and death. The number decreased from 0.58 in the previous quarter, and from 0.57
cases in the same period of 2020.

Labour Relations: The ratio of labour unions per 100,000 enterprises was 327.46 while

the proportion of labour federation and the total labour union was 1.50%, comparable to the
previous quarter. In terms of employers, the ratio of employer associations per 100,000 enterprises
was 71.33, declining from 72.20 in the previous quarter and 74.62 in the same period last year.
Meanwhile, the proportion of employer federation per employer associations was somewhat
stable at 0.63% since 20109.
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For every 100,000 enterprise, there were 11.59 cases of labour relation problems, declining
from 13.76 cases in the previous quarter but surging from 6.08 in the same period of 2020. The
causes of the problems included labour dispute (3.12 cases per 100,000 enterprises, decreasing
from 8.12 in the previous quarter, but increasing from 2.81 in the same quarter of 2020) and
labour relations conflict (8.47 cases per 100,000 enterprises, increasing from 5.64 in the previous
quarter, and 3.27 in the same quarter of 2020). The Ministry of Labour, by the Department of
Labour Protection and Welfare, managed to successfully solve problems for 22.50% of all
enterprises which faced grievances.

Labour Welfares: The violation rate of Labour Protection Act in Welfare (the Welfare

Committee) was 1.17%. However, other welfares which were beyond the Act shall be promoted
for more workers as only 1.74% of enterprises were providing and 5.12% of workers were receiving
welfares beyond the Act.

Employment of Migrant Workers: Employment of Migrant Workers is another indicator

reflecting Thailand’s labour market. Presently, there were 2,176,501 migrant workers in Thailand
which could be divided into groups as follows,

1. Permanent group, who is eligible for the permit to stay and work by the provisions
of the Announcement of the National Executive Council No.322, dated 13™ December B.E” 2515
(1972), accounted for 68 persons or 0.003%.

2. General group, who resides in the Kingdom, or are permitted to enter
the Kingdom temporarily under the Immigration law; excluding the entrances of tourists
or transferees, etc. as stated in the Ministerial Regulations, accounted for 99,005 persons or 4.55%.

3. MOU Process group, consisting of Burmese, Laotian, Cambodian, and Vietnamese
migrant workers who enter to work in the Kingdom under the memorandum of understanding
between the Government of Thailand and the parties, accounted for 738,880 persons or 33.95%.

4. Under the Board of Investment Promotion group, consisting of migrant workers who
work in the Kingdom and receive privileges under the Board of Investment law, the Industrial
Estate Authority of Thailand Act B.E. 2522 (1979) and the Petroleum Act B.E. 2514 (1971) such as
investors, skilled workers, and professionals, accounted for 42,822 persons or 1.97%

5. Minority group, comprising migrant workers who do not acquire Thai nationality, and
the Ministry of Interior has issued documents waiting to prove the status of applying for a work
permit, accounted for 75,338 persons or 3.46%

6. Under Section 64 group, comprising Burmese, Laotian, and Cambodian migrant workers

who come to work at the border on a round-trip or seasonal basis in the area of the Agreement
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on Cross-border Travel between the Kingdom and the adjacent countries, accounted for no
workers as they cannot travel to work in Thailand due to COVID-19

7. Under Section 59 and the Cabinet Resolution on 20 August 2019 group, who are
permitted to work in the Kingdom according to the Cabinet Resolution on 20 August 2019 and
their work permits will expire on September 30, 2019, November 1, 2019, March 30, 2020, March
31, 2020 and June 30, 2020 (excluding the MOU groups). They can proceed in the manner of
importing according to the MoU without having to travel outside the Kingdom and are allowed
to stay in the Kingdom for not more than 2 years by stamping permission to stay in the Kingdom
(requesting to stay) not exceeding 1 year each time, accounted for 941,552 or 43.26%.

8. Under Section 63/2 group consists of two subgroups:

8.1 The group of Burmese, Laotian, Cambodian, and Vietnamese migrant workers who
enter to work in under the MOU where the work permit is terminated as a result of the law under
Section 50, 53, 55 of the Royal Decree on Management of the work of foreigners, such as those
leaving the former employer, but still unable to find a new employer within 30 days accounted
for 197,997 persons or 9.10%.

8.2 The group of migrant workers who enter to work with a border pass under Section
63/2 of the Royal Decree on Management of the work of foreigners, which their term of
employment and residence permit in the authorized border areas is expired, accounted for 25,335
persons or 1.16%.

9. Under the Cabinet Resolution on 29 December 2020 group, who entered the
Kingdom without permission or the period of permission to stay in the Kingdom expires before 29
December 2020 to 13 February 2021. Migrant workers who wish to stay in the Kingdom to continue
working from 14 February 2021 to 13 February 2023, must comply to the Ministry of Labour's
notification on the permission of Burmese, Laotian, and Cambodian migrant workers to work in
the Kingdom under the COVID-19 situation, according to the Cabinet Resolution on 29 December
2020, accounted for 55,504 persons or 2.55%.

The ratio of migrant workers per employed persons was 5.79%, decreasing from 6.56% in
the previous quarter. The rate of skilled migrant workers per employed persons was 0.41%,
comparable to the previous quarter. While the rate of 3 nationalities (Burmese, Laotian, and
Cambodian) workers per employed persons was 5.21%, decreasing from 5.39% in the previous

quarter.
